Hurricane Preparedness Guidelines
Christ Presbyterian Church, Ormond Beach, FL

1. Oversight of the church property is the responsibility of the Buildings & Grounds Committee.  The securing of the church in the event of an approaching hurricane ordinarily should follow these steps. 

2. The Buildings & Grounds Committee has maintained a list of volunteers assigned the task of securing the church prior to the storm.  This list is to be kept up to date and kept in an accessible/visible location in the church office.  These volunteers (aka Hurricane Preparation Team) should be sent periodic reminders as to their assigned tasks.

3. In consultation with the church staff, a list of what needs to be done by the Team is provided by the Buildings & Grounds Committee.
· This information is to be kept up to date and kept in an accessible/visible location in the church office. 

· Any and all supplies will be kept in a designated area to be determined by the Buildings & Grounds Committee.  These items are to be periodically checked for readiness.

· A list of all church staff and contact information is to be provided so that in the event that questions arise, appropriate staff can be contacted. 

4. When the plan is to go into action, it is at the discretion of the Senior Pastor as Head of Staff. The church will take seriously the bulletins posted by local, state, and federal authorities.  Every effort will be taken to secure the church in the event of a hurricane.

5. The Chairperson (or Designee) of the Building and Grounds Committee is responsible for securing the church.  It is the person who mobilizes the Hurricane Preparation Team.
6. The Pastor is to be in contact with the members of the congregation prior to, during, and after the storm (as the pastor’s safety and well-being allows).  Contact information is to be provided as to where the pastor will be, if evacuating, the how he/she may be contacted.  The primary role of the pastor in hurricane preparation is to be the care and concern for the members and friends of Christ Presbyterian Church.  

Hurricane Response Guidelines
Christ Presbyterian Church, Ormond Beach, FL

1. Oversight of the church property is the responsibility of the Buildings & Grounds Committee. Response in the event of a hurricane ordinarily should follow these steps.

2. After the storm has passed and/or when authorities have determined that it is safe to travel, any and all Hurricane Response Team members should make a damage assessment of the church (inside and out).  A representative should then contact the Senior Pastor as Head of Staff.  The Team has the authority to clear debris which prevents access or safe passage. Photos should be taken for insurance documentation.  The Team has the authority to deem the church unsafe and to notify members not to enter disaster areas as noted in the assessment.  Authorities are to be notified when necessary.

3. The primary role of the Pastor in hurricane response is the care and concern of the members and friends of Christ Presbyterian Church. 

4. The Pastor is the primary contact person for each staff member and will attempt to keep each staff member updated as to the status of the church property and any membership concerns which arise.  It is the responsibility of each staff member to update the pastor of their whereabouts during and after the storm, each recognizing that the line of communication may be difficult.

5. The Pastor, in consultation with the church staff, is responsible for the resuming of any and all programming (including Sunday worship).  The church will take seriously the bulletins posted by local, state, and federal authorities. 

6. In the event that damage to the church is catastrophic, the Session shall convene to determine a plan of action.  It would be appropriate at this time for the Buildings & Grounds Committee to make a report. 
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
