Deacon of the Month Duties revision 01-23-18
DEACON OF THE MONTH - EACH SUNDAY

* Deacon of the Month needs to attend the Session meeting, take notes, and report to the Deacons the following month.

* Act as backup usher if an usher does not show up or an extra usher is needed.

* Check batteries on each hearing aid. If battery is low, replace it. All of the hearing aids except one have an on/off switch light. The exception is the one which uses the volume roller as the switch. Make sure they are all turned off at the end of church service.
* You will be one of the servers for Communion – always the first Sunday of the month (and some other times as well.)  You will serve Communion during worship and you are responsible for taking Communion that day after worship to an assigned person.
* On your assigned month, get someone to help you and straighten pews following worship (i.e. yellow visitor cards in front of right hymnal in each section with welcome facing out, visitor and prayer concern cards in slots with visitor card face up and in front, Bibles in place facing correctly.)

DEACON OF THE MONTH - DEACONS MEETING
* Prepare a devotional for the Deacon's meeting.
* Optional: Bring a light snack or treat to the Deacon's meeting.

REGULAR DEACON DUTIES

* Keep in regular contact with those on your care list, sending Birthday/Anniversary cards, Easter cards,
   Christmas cards, etc.  

* Take leftover lilies and poinsettias to the homebound on your list.

* Visit, if possible, those homebound folks on your list and report to the Pastor any concerns.  

* Assist with meals for those who are returning home from the hospital (when it is your group’s
   rotation.)  

* Participate in the Clothe-A-Child mission project and the Deacon’s Picnic service and lunch. 
* Serving Communion during the month that you are Deacon of the Month and at other times (usually 
   two or three times during the year.)
